Ход урока:

· Thank you, pupils. You are right. Now, please, listen to the anthem and try to guess what country has it?

2. Yes? You are right. Today we’ll speak about Canada and the Canadians.

- And now let’s revise your knowledge about Canada.
· Where is the country situated?  (Canada is situated in North America)

· What is the origin of the name “Canada”?  (Canada is a name derived from Iroquois “Kanata” meaning a village or settlement)

· What is Canada washed by? (Canada is washed by the Arctic Ocean in the North, by the Atlantic Ocean in the east, by the Pacific Ocean in the west)

· What country does Canada border on in the south? (Canada borders on the United States of America)

· What do you know about the climate of this country? (It is generally temperate but it varies from freezing winter cold to summer heat)

· Geographically Canada can be divided into five regions. What is the largest region of Canada? (The Canadian Shield. It covers about half of the country)

· What rivers in Canada do you know? (the St.Lawrence, the Mackenzie, the Columbia, the Yukon)

· What are Canada’s national languages? (English and French)
· What leaf is on the Canadian flag? (the maple leaf)
· How many provinces and territories are there in Canada? (the federation is made up of ten provinces and three territories)
· What else is Canada famous for?
- Well done. Today we’ll read some jokes about Canadians. But before reading let’s revise words that help us to describe a character. Let’s read the words. (Appendix1)Which of them are not clear for you? Who can explain them? Can we describe people looking at their appearance?
Relax Pause. 
Now let’s have some rest. 
Look at these photos. (Appendix2)Let’s guess their names. Close your eyes. Who is missing? What is he/she wearing? What is the name of the American sitcom they are starring? Let’s try to guess who is a Canadian?

Now you are ready to read some jokes about Canadians. (Appendix3)Which stereotypes do they symbolized? Which is repeated more often? 
Let’s watch the part of the sitcom and name which of these stereotypes are mentioned. (Appendix4)What can be true? Why? Do you believe that Canadians are polite people? Do you want to be convinced? Let’s watch one more video. (Appendix5)
How do you think what stereotypes are there about us? Are Belorussian people polite? Why do you think so? Are you polite? Tell us about a situation you experienced. 
Tomorrow, the 11th of January – the Day of Politeness. Let’s celebrate this day. You have time to say something good to you classmates. Let’s do it.
