- образовательные: к концу урока учащиеся должны уметь употреблять изученную лексику по теме в дилогической и монологической речи,развивать умения восприятия речи на слух с целью понимания содержания с последующим выполнением задания, способствовать расширению словарного запаса; 
- развивающие: развивать навыки говорения по теме,развивать эмоционально – образную сферу и творческие способности учащихся, познавательный интерес к миру моды;  
- воспитательные: создать условия для воспитания культуры внешнего вида, обучения высказыванию своего мнения, расширения кругозора учащихся по теме «Мода».

ХОД УРОКА 

1a.  Мотивационно-целевой этап. 

T: Morning, glad to see you. Today we have some guests. Let’s greet them. Children, would you like to do it, please! 

(We are happy to see you at our lesson. I hope, you’ll be pleased with our answers. We like English and try to study it as well as we can) 

Thanks, let’s start. You look so smart today and it's quite natural. Every young person wants to be more attractive. Would you like to make some compliments to each other? (students say compliments) Thank you. It is very important to be polite. 
1b. Введение в тему урока. T:  Look at the screen! Let’s see a video episode and try to guess the theme of our lesson. (учащиеся просматривают видеоролик)

 T: What is the theme of our lesson? You are right. It’s fashion and all that concerns it. We’ll talk about the way people dress, clothes and fashion and its role in peoples’ life. 
 You saw a lot of different clothes & now tell me please, what is in fashion now?
Cl:
- Baby-doll dresses are becoming more and more popular.

- A trouser suit is trendy as well.
- Almost everyone wears sneakers.

- Polo-neck sweaters are really cool.

- A comfortable cardigan is the latest thing for girls.

- The biggest trend in our class is to wear customized jeans.

- The latest craze is fashionable boots.
2a.Речевая разминка
T: Thank you very much for the necessary information. I’d like to know your opinion about the following saying (Включается показ слайдов, на экране запись высказывания):
 “Most people live more fashionably than reasonably” Stefano Gabbana
 Teacher: Do you agree or disagree with this saying?

Cl:
- I agree with the saying. I think fashion & style are very important in life of people. They help to be individual.

- I agree because people always dream about fashionable things: clothes, accessories, footwear.

- I disagree with the opinion because many people don’t care about fashion. They try to act reasonably.

T: Thank you for your opinions.

T: Thank you I see you are great lovers of fashion and won’t miss a chance to buy something stylish.  

6b. Монологическая речь.  Fashion and Style of Life. 

T: Clothes come in and go out. Clothes change with the time. Fashion & Style play a great role in the life of every person, especially teenagers. Fashion has long history. Now we are going to watch the presentation: “Fashion of the 20th Century” 

Pupil 1: 
-Before the First World War, fashion didn’t change very quickly. Men wore dark suits. Among them short hair and moustaches were popular. Women wore long dresses and long hair.  
- In the 20s dresses and hair became much shorter. People saw women’s knees for the first time. For men trousers with very wide legs became fashionable. They were called Oxford
bags. 

Pupil 2: 
In the 30s and 40s hair, dresses and coats became longer again. Men’s fashion didn’t change very much. Men wore a suit, a tie and usually a hat, too. Moustaches were less popular.  
In the 1950s, people became richer and teenagers spent a lot of money on clothes. For men this was the age of teddy boys. Teddy boys wore long jackets in very bright colours – pink, orange or yellow – and very tight trousers. For women jumpers and blouses with wide skirts and short socks were very fashionable. Both men and women wore shoes with long pointing toes. The women’s shoes had high heels.  
The 1960s saw a revolution in clothes. Everything changed. This was the time of the mini – skirt and long boots. Men had long hair – the famous Beatles haircut. 


Pupil 3: 
In the 70s the “flower power” style was popular. Women wore maxi – skirts, men wore jeans and brightly coloured shirts or T – shirts. Clothes were very colourful. Very long hair was fashionable for men and women, beards became more common.  
The 80s brought teenagers with punk hairstyle in red, blue, purple, green and brightly coloured make up. 

Teacher: 
Now let’s talk about persons who make high fashion. Do you know the names of designers? 
Look at the screen. Do you know this person? Yes? He’s Valentin Yudashkin, a talented designer. 

Pupil 4: 
He was born near Moscow in 1963. Nearly all his life he has been studying the Russian costume. He showed his first collection in Russia in 1978. He opened his designer house in Moscow in 1993. Among his clients now are businessmen, artists and scientists. In one of his press releases, he said about his roots: “I am terribly Russian, but the capital of fashion is Paris”. His motto is to give joy and hope to all people. 

Pupil 5:

Famous British fashion designers include Vivienne Westwood (87), Stella McCartney, daughter of former Beatle Paul McCartney, Аlexander McQueen is a British designer, known for his classic clothes, Zandra Rhodes is a very expensive and strange-fashion designer, Adel McBride is a designer of romantic style in fashion.
 T: Thanks for your mini – projects. We enjoyed your presentation very much.

And now, what pupils think about fashion? 

Pupil 6: I know that boys wear comfortable clothes just to show their individuality and they are not really bothered about brands and logos. I want to add they prefer cheap clothes. They don’t like dressing just to impress.
Speaking about girls, we can say they keep up with the latest trends. They want to be fashionable and buy clothes from top designers. I don’t agree that every girl in England is crazy about fashion. Some of them use their inspiration. They buy clothes in supermarkets and in second – hand shops & and then make them fashionable.

To sum it up, we can say that the person most of all accepts such clothes in which he feels himself freely. Young people are so creative nowadays, their styles are so various. Look during the break at our pupils. How different they are. Some of them wear formal clothes and some are smart.

Nowadays it’s easy to be fashionable even at school. We have no standard uniforms. Clothes is a way of showing your individuality. In our school  we prefer wearing formal style. Look at this model. It’s the best example of our usual clothes. This dark blue jacket underlines girl’s figure. Also you can see an elegant blouse. Girls usually wear fashion shoes which are comfortable.

T: What is your point of view, your opinion about the role of fashion in your life? 

Pupil 7: All my classmates say that I’m trendy. I enjoy wearing stylish clothes. I like to look smart and attractive. We can’t go through life with the same hairstyle or make-up. It’s very important to follow fashion. I hate when people dress alike. I prefer hand-make or design clothes. When you are up with fashion you feel you’re an individual.
Pupil 8: I don’t care what other people wear. My mum says that only the rich can afford following fashion and wearing trendy clothes. I prefer casual things: jeans, T-shirts, homemade sweaters.
