Ход урока.

I Организационный момент. Введение в атмосферу иноязычного общения. Введение в тему урока и определение целей 

T:  Good afternoon, boys and girls! Take your seats, please. 
How are you today?

What is the weather like today? 
Are you ready for the lesson? Let's start.

 Yes, you are right. Today we are going to speak about travelling. And our theme is “Travelling around Belarus”

Today we’ll have an unusual lesson. You will tell about the most interesting Belarussian sights. And after that we’ll know some information about Belovezhskaya Pushcha.

T.: How long will it take you if you travel from … to … by …? Use the pictures (с использование данной на картинке информации учащиеся просчитывают время, необходимое для того чтобы попасть из разных областных центров в Минск на разных видах транспорта – тренировка условных предложений первого типа)
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Example:

 – How long will it take you to travel from Minsk to Brest on foot? 
– If you travel from Minsk to Brest on foot, it will take you about three days and three nights non-stop.

During our trip you can take some notes, you should write the landmarks according to the region.


 And of course, our first station is Minsk. Do you know smth about this city?

P1:  Minsk is the capital of Belarus. It was founded in 1067. It is famous for its sightseeing. And among them are: The National Library, Independence square, Opera and Ballet Theatre, Victory square, Botanical Garden and many others. 
P2: Also you know that Nesvizh lies in Minsk region. It is one of the oldest towns in Belarus. It was the residence of a rich family – the Radziwills. This castle is famous for its ghosts: the black Dame and Black Nun.
P3:  Sport Complex “Raubichi” (22 km from Minsk). This sports complex in the central part of Belarus was built for ski competitions. Now it is a popular place for festivals and weekend holidays – tourists can stay in comfortable threestar hotels and lovely little cottages. There is a forest and a lake there and in winter you can ski-jump and ride on sledges. Right here there is a historical monument – a Cross Mount Roman-Catholic church with a museum of local costume from all regions of Belarus.
P4: Dudutki (40 km from Minsk) is an open-air museum.  This is a museum of handicrafts which was founded in 1993. Here the past and present are brought together and you can feel the atmosphere of the 19th century and discover the secrets of ancient handicrafts. It makes Dudutky one of the centres of cultural life in Belarus.
P5: Lake Naroch (170 km from Minsk). The Narochansky land is famous for Lake Naroch, a pearl of the Belarusian nature, and the most picturesque Blue Lakes. The beauty of Lake Naroch, its wonderful forests, golden beaches and mild climate bring thousands of tourists to the lake’s shores. A third of the area of the park is covered with forests. There are 42 lakes here. The Naroch land has the largest number of pine forests in the country. The area is famous for its mineral waters. 

The next station is Grodno. Can you tell me few words about this city?

P6: Grodno (275 km from Minsk). Grodno was first mentioned in 1128 AD. It is one of the oldest cities in Belarus. It was founded in the 11th century on the picturesque banks of the Neman River. Monuments of all periods of history have survived in Grodno: the Church of St Boris and Gleb (the only 12th century church in Belarus); the Old Castle (a monument of the 16th century); the New Castle (the 18th century); catholic churches of the 17-18th centuries. The Old Town is one of the most interesting sights of Grodno.

     It is famous for the Grodno regional Drama theatre, August Palace and of course the castle in Mir. It dates from the 15th century. Since 1992 it has been a museum. This place is also famous for its beautiful park.
Have you ever been to Brest? What sights do you know?

P7: The Brest Fortress. This memorial complex was opened in 1971 within the city of Brest. During World War II Brest became famous because of outstanding heroism of defenders of the Brest Fortress. Today «Brest Fortress Hero» is one of the most visited historical places of the city. The red walls of the fortress and its ruins were literally riddled with machine gun fire. They remind us about the braveness of Soviet soldiers, who first faced attack of German invaders in the summer of 1941.Heroic Soviet soldiers kept defense of the fortress giving the country an opportunity to summon its strength. Their deed is truly legendary and deserves to be remembered forever.

The next station is Vitebsk region. Can you tell me few words about this region?

P7: People often say that Polotsk is the city of all Belarusian cities. It was the first capital of Belarus. It was founded in the 9th century and it was the strongest in the 11th century with Vseslav Charodei at its head.

There are a lot of museums in Polotsk where people can learn Belarusian history and culture1. Some of them are the National Historical and Cultural Museum, the Nature and Environment Museum, the Museum of Belarusian Book Printing, the Museum-Library of Simeon of Polotsk, the Children’s Museum, and others. There is the Art Gallery and a few monuments to famous people. 

 
There is a monument to the letter “Ў” (short “U”), which is found only in one  Slavic language – Belarusian. 

Polotsk is famous for its churches. St Sofia Cathedral is one of the most famous. It has a concert hall with an organ. Every year festivals of organ music take place here. 

The name of Efrosiniya of Polotsk is dear to all Belarusian people.
