· воспитания у учащихся активной гражданской позиции.

UNYSA (юниса) UN Youth and Student Organization: This is youth organization entirely consisting of young volunteers. It supports the goals and principles of the United Nations.

 Boy Scouts: The international organization with 31 million members. It was established in 1920. Its mission is to contribute to the education of young people, to help build a better world where people play a constructive role in society.

 Girl Guides: This is parallel movement in Scouting originally, and largely for girls. Two central themes of the movement: domestic skills and a kind of practical feminism (physical fitness, survival skills, camping, career preparation.  

 Army Cadet Force (ACF): A British youth organization that offers training and experience around a military training theme, promoting achievement, discipline and good citizenship to boys and girls aged 12 to 18 years.

 Girl’s Brigade: This international Christian youth organization was founded in Dublin, Ireland. Now it operates in over 60 countries worldwide. 

 UNESCO: The United Nation Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization. Its mission is to promote intercultural dialogue through education, science and culture.

 BRSM: This is a youth organization which goals are to promote patriotism and moral values into the youth of the country, using activities such as camping, sporting events and visiting memorials.

 UK Youth Parliament: A youth organization in the UK, consisting of democratically elected members aged between 11 and 18. Over 500,000 young people vote in the election each year.

	 A lot of young people join different youth organizations.  But not all young people support the idea of being a member of any youth organization. Should young people join youth organizations?  I’d like to know your point of view. Why? Why not? Give your arguments for or against. We’ll work in pairs. Think over your ideas for a couple of minutes.

P 1: I’m for.  In my opinion, it is happening (I mean joining organizations), because young people want to spend their free time among the same people as they are. They think it will help them to find friends, or their destination in future life, or just to have fun with another young people. It’s quite natural that young people want to socialize with their equals so as to express their views on several political and social issues. They join youth organizations and societies. 

P 2: Frankly speaking, I wouldn’t like to join any of the organization as I haven’t found anything special or interesting for my personal development. I’m very busy with my studies, besides I’ve got a lot of interests and hobbies. I visit fitness club, learn English and read a lot. By the way, I’m a very sociable person and have got some close friends and a lot of schoolmates or just mates to communicate with. Thus, I don’t feel intention to join any organizations.
P 3: In my view, there are so many things to talk about for young people. For example, I would recommend to discuss: the ecological situation in our town, our modern national music styles, modern arts, some fashion issues. Maybe such questions will be interesting for discussions: Is there any threat from space? Would you like to change the system of our education?  Is it possible to avoid all bad habits in the society?
So I want to say that young people can discuss these things in youth organizations. It would be both interesting and helpful. Well, I’m for youth organizations.
 P 4: To tell the truth, I have never joined in any youth organization. Maybe it's because I do not have time, or because I just cannot find an interesting organization for me. Maybe, there are many organizations which would approach me, I am just too lazy to look for them. But I am absolutely convinced that if you search well, you will find an organization to your likes.
P 5: As for me, I support those teenagers who take an active part in social life. For the majority of these young people such societies have become an active part of their daily life, it has become their hobby. There, they can demonstrate what they can do, show their talents and top qualities.  Teens take part in social life instead of playing their computers or smoking at the entrances.  In these organizations teens make new friends who they do the same business with.  Such organizations help youth overcome their fear, be more confident. And all these things are important for the future of the youth.

P6:  To sum up the discussion, I’d like to point out that all people like to live in a good society. People are interested in the question of the level of social life. This is very important when people take an active part in social life. People become volunteers and help others. People try to stick together in society. This is very good, when you find a person with similar interests. But, a lot of young people are trying to stay alone. This is their main error.

  In my opinion, youth groups and organizations can discuss a lot of things, for example ecological problems, problems of study, the problem of smoking and drug use and many others. Each of these topics is particularly important.

Pupils’ answers.

For: 

P1: they (youth groups and organizations) provide young people with various activities: a safe place to hang out, a chance to make friends, learning through the activities, fun; in the end, something to do. 

  P2: Teenagers who belong to youth group lead happier life, they are less likely to drink or smoke, they are more socially able, they are likely to be more physically able, they are fifth more likely to eat fruit and vegetables regularly.

   P3: Youth organizations help to develop young people’s interests and skills: a skill in a specific area like arts and crafts, drama or outdoor activities; skills in getting on with other people; an interest in their society / community.
